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   Stimulus projects must meet federal     
                  access standards


The “American Recovery and Reinvestment Act” funds a wide array of projects and programs to jump start the economy and create jobs.  The $787 billion measure provides funding for infrastructure, transportation, energy efficiency, education, health care, and aid to cities and states.  

It is important that accessibility for people with disabilities is integrated into stimulus projects as required by the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) and other laws.  These laws govern access to buildings, transportation, streetscapes, outdoor sites, and communication and information technologies.  Standards used to enforce these laws include:   

· ADA Accessibility Standards for Buildings and Facilities
These standards cover construction and alterations by cities and states and private sector entities

· ADA Accessibility Standards for Transportation Facilities and Vehicles
These standards apply to bus stops, rail stations and airports and various modes of public transit, including buses, vans, and rail cars

· ABA Accessibility Standards for Buildings and Facilities
Standards issued under the Architectural Barriers Act (ABA) apply to facilities designed, built, altered or leased with Federal dollars

· Section 508 Standards for Electronic and Information Technology
Electronic and information technology in the Federal sector must comply with standards issued under Section 508 of the Rehabilitation Act

The U.S. Access Board is available to provide additional guidance on the standards, including technical assistance and training.  Copies of the standards and other resources on accessible design are available free from the Board.
